Missions

With summer winding to a close, a women's shelter in downtown
Montreal is in desperate need of undergarment and clothing
donations. Since The Open Door homeless shelter moved to Park
Avenue last year, Chez Doris executive director Marina Boulos said
she's seen an increase in women asking the shelter for help. "Only
30 per cent of their clientele has moved to where they have moved
and those who are very marginalized and homeless have remained
and there are not that many resources left for this type of clientele
in the west end of downtown," said Boulos. She said there's been
an increase in clothing requests by 50 per cent. They are especially
looking for donations of underwear of all sizes, as well as footless
leggings. Boulos said that the shelter often gives out up to 25 pairs
of underwear in a day. "The homeless tend to migrate more when
it's warmer and will sleep outside more because they're not going
to freeze to death," said Boulos. Women go to the shelter in order
to have their basic needs met, she said. The shelter offers women
breakfast, access to a shower and access to daybeds. She said the
rising cost of living in the city has also contributed to the increased
need.

Chez Doris accepts donations of women's clothing, as well as
linens and hygiene products.

For the next 2 Sundays, Sept 15 and 22, St. George's will be
accepting your donations to Chez Doris. Ann Hamaker will be
delivering the donations during the week of September 23.

Linda Nicho lls Elected Primate

Linda Nicholls, bishop of the diocese of Huron, was elected
fourteenth primate of the Anglican Church of Canada on July
13, becoming the first woman in the history of the church to
hold the position. “You have bestowed on me an honour that I
can hardly imagine, and it is terrifying. But it is also a gift, to be
able to walk with the whole of the Anglican Church of Canada
from coast to coast to coast,” Nicholls said in a brief impromptu
speech on her arrival, after the vote at Christ Church Cathedral
in Vancouver, where the election was held.

Nicholls was installed on the final day of General Synod—
Tuesday, July 16—succeeding Archbishop Fred Hiltz, who has
served the church as primate since 2007.

Holy Cross Day

The cross—a method of ignominious execution in the ancient world—
often strikes non-Christians as an unlikely object of veneration. Yet to the
followers of Jesus, it is ultimately emblematic not of a cruel death but of
a life-giving sacrifice that generates forgiveness, redemption and
immortality. The tree of death becomes the tree of life. Across the
Christian world, churches set aside a day for honouring the holy cross in
a more joyful atmosphere than is appropriately done during the
solemnities of Good Friday. In the Anglican Communion, that day is
September 14, and the BCP designates specific readings, psalms, collects
and hymns for Holy Cross Day, also known as the Feast of the Holy Cross
or the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross. In the Anglican lectionary,
the day’s liturgical colour is red. Historically, the feast has been associated
with the dedication on Sept. 14, 335, of a complex of buildings built by
the Emperor Constantine (c. 285-337) in Jerusalem on the sites of the
crucifixion and Christ's tomb. This shrine included a large basilica and a
circular church. Constantine's mother, Helena (c. 255- c. 330), supervised
the construction of the shrine, and a relic believed to be the cross was
discovered during the work of excavation. Holy Cross Day provides an
opportunity for a joyous celebration of Christ's redeeming death on a

Cross.
